GEORGIA NATIONAL FAIR 4-H SUPERIOR PERFORMANCE AWARD
All placings will be put on a point system, example: 1st place = 10 pts, 2nd place = 9 pts, etc. These points will be calculated by
county and the county with the highest accumulated points after the last competition will receive a GNF Superior Performance
Award plaque and $500, plus a $500 Publix Super Market Charities Bonus Award. The second place county will receive a
GNF plaque and $250, plus a $500 Publix Super Market Charities Bonus Award.
