ELIGIBILITY
1.	 All exhibitors are required to read 
and abide by the Georgia National 
Fair General Rules and Regulations.
2.	 All flower shows in this department 
are open to any amateur gardener in 
the state of Georgia.  No entry fee is 
required. Please check each show for 
rules pertaining to that show.
3.	 Youth Horticulture entries MUST 
STATE EXHIBITOR’S SCHOOL ON 
ENTRY CARD.  Any entry without this 
information will be judged with adult 
entries.
  

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
4.	 Exhibitors must complete an official 
entry form of the Georgia National Fair 
to be eligible for cash awards. 
5.	 Special Exhibits and Design Classes 
of the Standard Flower Show are open 
to any amateur designer, but must be 
registered with the entries chairman.	
6.	 PREREGISTRATION IN ALL SEC-
TIONS IS ADVISED.  
7.	 Only one entry per class, per exhibitor, 
except where class is subdivided according 
to color, variety, or kind. Duplicate entry 
tags will be disqualified.
8.	 Two or more persons may not exhibit 
the same variety from the same garden. 
Gardens located at the same address are 
considered the same garden. 
9.	 Exhibits must be checked by 
Classification Committee for each show 
to receive an entry tag. Both entry form 
and tag must be properly completed by 
the exhibitor and tag must be attached 
to exhibit prior to being placed in the 
show. The decision of the Classification 
Committee is final. Exhibitors bringing 
more than 15 specimens must obtain 
entry tags in advance and should 
arrive two hours prior to close of 
entries for that show.  
10.	 Exhibits must have been grown by 
exhibitor or have been in the posession 

of the exhibitor for at least three 
months  and be named by common 
and botanical names (if possible) on 
the entry tag. Named varieties will be 
given precedence over unnamed ones.  
Plants that are staged on a table for the 
protection of the plant may be elevated 
with a clay pot not to exceed 15”.
11.	 REMOVAL - No exhibit or part of an 
exhibit shall be removed at any time during 
the Fair except by authorized personnel at 
designated times. Any violation of release 
time will cause forfeiture of all premiums 
earned by exhibitor.
12.	 While the Georgia National Fair 
and participating flower societies will 
exercise due caution in safeguarding 
exhibits, they cannot assume 
responsibility for injury or loss.  
Valuables used in exhibits should be 
insured by the exhibitor.
13.	 The management reserves the 
right to reject any exhibit which does 
not meet its standards for exhibition 
and the Superintendent shall have the 
right to remove or exclude from the 
show at any time any exhibit, or part 
thereof, which is below the standards of 
good showmanship.

AWARDS AND PREMIUMS  
14.	 Georgia National Fair ribbons and 
cash prizes may be awarded in each 
Class or variety where noted and a 
Georgia National Fair Rosette may 
be awarded in Sections where noted.  
Cash awards (premium checks) will be 
mailed within six weeks after the Fair is 
over. 
15.	 Georgia National Sweepstakes 
Plaque will be awarded to the winner 
of the most blue ribbons in Horticulture, 
Division 600.
16.	 Consult schedules of each show for 
special awards offered by participating 
societies and organizations.

Trees to be decorated at the Fairgrounds on Sunday, October 9, beginning at 
1:00 p.m. and must be completed by 6:00 p.m. Special parking instructions will be 
mailed to contestants.

Class 1	 Christmas Tree Decorating

1.	 All exhibitors are required 
to read and abide by the Georgia 
National Fair General Rules And 
Regulations. 
2.	 Maximum of 15 trees will be 
decorated. Trees will be reserved 
based on postmark of entry form 
or date of online entry. No phone 
reservations. Accepted entries will 
be notified by mail.
3.	 This competition is open to 
individuals or groups, amateurs only. 
Families, groups and individuals are 
limited to one tree (individuals may not 
help decorate more than one tree). Due 
to space limitations, only two people per 
group or family entered will be allowed 
to actually place the decorations on the 
trees at the time of the contest.
4.	 Trees five to nine feet in height will 
be provided by the Georgia Christmas 
Tree Growers’ Association; trees will be 
in a stand and in place for decorating. 
5.	 Trees will be assigned by lottery. 
6.	 All decorations to be provided 
by entrants. Any electric lights and 
extension cords (UL approved) must 
be furnished by entrant. NO OPEN 
FLAMES MAY BE USED.

7.	 No Tree Skirts. The trees must 
be watered during the Fair. Tree skirts 
interfere with this process and there is 
a possibility of damage to the skirts.
8.	 Theme of decorations will be 
designer’s choice. However, theme 
must promote the spirit of Christmas.
9.	 Trees will remain on display until 
the Fair closes. Entrants will remove 
decorations from trees on Tuesday, 
October 18, 10:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. 
All decorations will be returned to the 
entrants.
10.	 Identification signs may be 
displayed AFTER JUDGING. Signs 
may be no larger than 8" x 10".

PREMIUMS
11.	 All premium money will be paid 
from the judges’ record sheets and not 
from ribbons that may be attached to 
exhibits. Premium checks will be mailed 
within six weeks after the Fair is over.
