ELIGIBILITY

1. Open to all Georgia artists who
are eighteen years of age or older.

2. Artists may enter up to three
works per category of their own
original and untutored work. Works
previously shown in this exhibition
may not be entered. Works must
have been completed within the
last three years.

3. The size limit for all hanging art
work is 5'x5". Work must be framed
and ready for hanging with secure
hooks and wires. No sawtooth
hangers. Watercolors, graphics and
dry media must be covered with glass
or Plexiglas. Works on canvas may be
unframed, but sides of canvas (gallery
wrap) must be painted.

4. Sculpture and floor pieces must fit
within a 3'x3' space, be free standing,
and not weigh more than 150 pounds.
No installations, please.

5. Artworks entered should not be
too fragile for shipment or display.

6. Accepted work which differs from
the slide will be disqualified.

7. No accepted entry may be
withdrawn prior to the close of the
exhibition.

SLIDE ENTRIES

8. Only one slide for each two
dimensional piece entered and up to
two slides for each three dimensional
piece entered may be submitted.

9. Slides must be 35mm, color, in a
standard 2x2 mount. No glass slides
or unusually thick mounts will be
accepted. No tape or attached labels
should be used.

ENTRY FEES
Nonrefundable entry fees are $5 per
work, payable to the Georgia National
Fair, upon entry submission by August
15, 2006 (postmark deadline). Entry
fees will be used to enhance awards
and to help defray the cost of jurying.

ACCEPTED WORKS
Artists whose works are accepted
will receive instructions for shipping
or delivery.

SALES
Unless specified NFS, it is assumed
that all work is for sale. Please
provide a sales price with your entry.
No commission will be attached to
sales. Sold works must remain on
exhibition until the close of the show,
October 15, 9:00 p.m.

LIABILITY
Every reasonable precaution will
be taken during the receiving,

installation, exhibition, and return of
work, but the Georgia National Fair,
its employees and volunteers, will
assume no responsibility for loss or
damage incurred. Artists should carry
their own insurance. Work should not
be so fragile that shipment or public
display is potentially harmful to the
work or the viewer.

More than $15,000 in Merit and
Purchase Awards available; see
listing on page 24. These are in
addition to cash prizes offered for
each category as follows:

PURCHASE AWARDS

The Georgia National Fair Fine Arts
Purchase Awards Program benefits
both the patron and the artist. This
is how it works: Art patrons pledge
to buy art from works accepted for
the Georgia National Fair Fine Arts
Competition and Exhibition. The
amount a patron pledges is the
minimum they will spend to buy art
from a single artist. For instance, if a
patron pledges $500 and desires a
work priced at $350, the patron will
pay the artist the pledged amount
of $500. A patron may buy more
than one piece from the same artist
for the pledged amount if the works
are priced within that amount. Many
times a patron will increase their
commitment in order to purchase a
favored piece. The artist receives
the total amount paid for a work - the
Georgia National Fair does not take a
commission. Because no commission
is charged and because patrons take
a risk in making a pledge to buy, we
ask the artists to submit a reduced
price for the Art Patron Purchase
Awards along with a reqular price
to the general public.

Pre-sold works or commissioned
works are not eligible for the Purchase
Awards program.
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DIVISION 200 - AMATEUR
$500 Best of Show

DIVISION 201 - OPEN OR
PROFESSIONAL

After returning to the U.S., he studied ceramic and
sculpture at the John C. Campbell Folk School and with Bob Westerfeld at Gainesville
College. David also spent a summer with Hewell's Pottery in Gillsville, GA, working
in all phases of pottery production. He has enjoyed teaching ceramics in his studio
for a number of years. David’s public teaching career has embraced a wide range of
disciplines including English, Spanish, Science, art and teaching children with special
needs. He recently retired from the Bibb County School System.

Donna Chapman Grasso is a full time artist and equestrian residing at
] GateKeeper Farm south of Green Cove Springs, Clay County Florida.
She left corporate life in 2000 to focus her time on her fine art and
equestrian skills. Commission work dominates her studio time. Media
used includes watercolor, pastel, oil on linen, oil on paper and her
speciality - graphite. She is a graduate of Mary Washington college
in Fredericksburg, VA, Bachelor of Liberal Studies with major in studio
art. Grasso was a member of the U. S. Marine Corps from 1975-1979
and was an illustrator and graphic artist. She spent a number of years
with Cooper Lighting in Georgia designing and producing a full range of projects from
full color catalogs and collaterals to product packaging. Before retirement, she worked
for ten years as advertising supervisor with a major lighting manufacturer in Georgia.
Grasso has been riding and schooling young horses in various disciplines throughout her
career. Her award winning artwork has found its way onto various publications, horse
show programs, note cards and prints. Her work has been accepted in numerous juried
exhibitions and competitions and her animal portraits grace many private homes and
collections.

Jane Cagle Simpson is Visual Arts Director for the Colquitt County
Arts Center in Moultrie, GA. Her responsibilities include management
of four gallery spaces and two permanent collections.

She has served as a
board member of the Georgia Association of Museums and Galleries and was Georgia
State Director for the Southeastern Museum Conference. Simpson has lectured on “Arts
in Rural Areas” for the National Museum for Women in the Arts, Washington, D.C. and
“The State of the Arts in Georgia” for the Coastal Georgia Historical Society.
