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RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. This rose exhibit is open to all
amateur growers. All entries must
be grown by exhibitor and no two
exhibitors may enter specimens
from the same garden unless
entering as a team. Entries may
be made Saturday, October 14,
between 7:00 a.m. and 10:30 a.m.
Enter the North or West Gates and
follow the “flower” signs to the Miller-
Murphy-Howard Building.
2. In order to receive cash prizes,
all exhibitors must complete the
registration form. This should be
done in advance of the show.
Early registration does not obligate
participation. Complete the entry form
and mail it by September 20.
3. American Rose Society entry
tags will be furnished by the rose
show committee. American Rose
Society rules will prevail. Cash
awards will be paid from information
listed on the bottom portion of the tag.
Please be certain information can be
read easily.
4. There is no limit to the number
of entries an exhibitor may make in
any class, except as indicated under
Classes 19, 20, 21, 23, 31, 32 and 33.
5. All entries will be exhibited in
containers provided by the rose
committee, except collections. Any
other exceptions must be approved

by the chairman of this rose show.

6. Judging will be by a scale of
points of the American Rose Society,
by accredited or apprentice judges
not living in the Middle Georgia area.
The judges’ decision will be final.

7. Blue, red and yellow ribbons will
be awarded at the discretion of the
judges for each variety in classes 1
through 33 and as deemed worthy
in class 9. All entries will be judged
separately on individual merit.

8. Queen, King and Princess will be
selected from Classes 1 and 9. The
Prince will be selected from Class 2.
9. The show committee reserves
the right to remove or refuse any entry
which might detract from the quality of
the show. The committee will exercise
caution and care in safeguarding
exhibits, but does not assume
responsibility for loss or damage to
entries or containers.

10. No entry may be removed
from the show, except by the show
committee, until show closes at 9:00
p.m., Sunday, October 15.

11. Blue ribbons will receive $3, red
ribbons $2 and yellow ribbons $1 in
Horticulture Division only. The best
of the blue ribbon winners in each
class will receive an additional $5.
Premiums will be paid after the Fair is
over.

HORTICULTURAL SPECIMENS

«In all classes except those noted, exhibitors may make as many entries as desired, provided each
entry is of a different variety.

*This show will be staged alphabetically, by variety name, within each class.

«In classes 10, 11, 12, 17 and 21, exhibitors may place their own entry under supervision of the
Placement Committee.

CLASS 1 - Hybrid Teas and Grandifloras

Individual specimen, one-bloom-per-stem, exhibition (1/2 to 3/4 open) stage,
disbudded. The Queen, King and Princess will be selected from the blue-ribbon
winners in classes 1 and 9.
CLASS 2 - Floribunda and Polyantha Sprays

Entries will be exhibited as individual, multiple bloom sprays, side buds
permitted. The best entry will be eligible for Prince of Show.
CLASS 3 - Fully Open Hybrid Teas and Grandifloras

Individual specimen, one-bloom-per-stem, disbudded. Bloom to be fully open,
stamens fresh and easily visible. Petaloids may be removed.
CLASS 4 - Hybrid Tea and Grandiflora Sprays

(Single Type Hybrid Teas are excluded in this class) Individual specimen, with
two (2) or more blooms per stem, exhibited at their most perfect phase of possible
beauty.
CLASS 5 - Floribundas - One bloom per stem

Individual specimens will be exhibited disbudded and may vary from 1/3 to
fully open. Entries will be judged for the most perfect phase of possible beauty.
CLASS 6 - Single Type Hybrid Teas (five to twelve petals)

Entries having five to twelve petals will be exhibited as individual bloom or
multiple bloom sprays, side buds permitted.
CLASS 7 - Climbers

Individual specimens will be exhibited naturally grown; climbing sports of
bush type roses will be exhibited in the appropriate class for the bush type.
CLASS 8 - Novice - Hybrid Teas and/or Grandifloras

Individual specimens will be exhibited disbudded, one bloom per stem, 1/2
to 3/4 open. (Limited to exhibitors who have never won a blue ribbon in an ARS
sponsored Rose Show.) Novices are encouraged to enter in other sections of the
show as well. Blue ribbons from this class will be considered for Queen, King or
Princess Honors. See class |.
CLASS 9 - Cycle of Bloom - Hybrid Teas or Grandifloras

Three individual Hybrid Teas or Grandiflora specimens, same variety, showing
the three stages of bloom; one a bud, one exhibition stage (1/2 to 3/4 open) and
one fully open bloom, stamen showing. One clear container, one entry tag.
CLASS 10 - Collection of Seven Hybrid Teas or Grandifloras

Individual specimens, one bloom per stem, one or more varieties, bud to 3/4
open, one clear container furnished by exhibitor, one entry tag. List variety names
on reverse of tag.
CLASS 11 - Collection of Three Hybrid Teas or Grandifloras

Individual specimens, same variety, one bloom per stem, exhibition stage.
Separate containers and tags.
CLASS 12 - Collection of Seven to Twelve full-blown Hybrid Teas or Grandifloras

Individual specimens, same or different varieties, one bloom per stem, fully
open, stamens need not show, in one clear container furnished by the exhibitor,
one entry tag. List variety names on reverse of tag.
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CLASS 13 - Dowager Queen - OGR

Individual specimen, may be multiple bloom or disbudded and may be
shown stem-on-stem. Varieties introduced prior to 1867. Introduction date must
be entered in upper right-hand corner of tag. OGRs with unknown dates shall be
entered in class 15.

CLASS 14 - Victorian - OGR

Individual specimen, may be multiple bloom or disbudded and may be shown
stem-on-stem. Varieties with unknown dates of introduction and those introduced
in 1867 or later.

CLASS 15 - Classic Shrubs

One stem of a Classic Shrub, naturally grown or disbudded; (includes hybrid
musk(s), hybrid rugosa(s) or kordesii(s). Check Handbook for Selecting Roses
(HMSK) (HRG) (K).
CLASS 16 - Modern Shrub

One stem of a Modern Shrub, naturally grown or disbudded; (all other shrubs
including David Austin). Check Handbook for Selecting Roses (S).
CLASS 17 - Collection of Seven Old Garden and/or Shrub Roses

Same or different varieties in one clear container to be furnished by exhibitor.
Roses may be disbudded or multiple-bloomed, and may be shown stem-on-stem.
Introduction dates for entries not required.
CLASS 18 - English Box (One entry per exhibitor)

Six Hybrid Tea and/or Grandiflora blooms 1/2 to 3/4 open, three (3) or more
varieties shown without foliage. Use one entry tag with varieties listed on reverse.
(Boxes available on a first-come basis.)

CLASS 19 - Painters’ Palette (One entry per exhibitor)

Five different varieties of Floribundas at either exhibition stage or fully-open,
without foliage. (Palettes are available on a first-come basis.)
CLASS 20 - Rose in a Bowl (One entry per exhibitor)

Individual specimen, Hybrid Tea or Grandiflora, any stage of bloom, floated in
a bowl, furnished by show committee. No foliage permitted. (Bowls available on a
first-come basis.)

CLASS 21 - Collection of Three Floribunda Sprays

Same or any combination of varieties (3 stems), exhibited at their most perfect
phase of possible beauty, in one clear container furnished by the exhibitor.
CLASS 22 - Judges’ Challenge

Restricted to judges participating in this show. One specimen bloom or
multiple bloom sprays of any type or variety. (As many entries as desired provided
each is a different variety.)

MINIATURES AND MINI-FLORAS

CLASS 23 - One Bloom Miniature - Exhibition Stage

Individual miniature specimens, disbudded, one bloom per stem, exhibition
stage. The Miniature Queen, King and Princess will be selected from the blue-
ribbon winners in this class.
CLASS 24 - One Bloom Mini-Flora - Exhibition Stage

Individual mini-flora specimens, disbudded, one bloom per stem, exhibition
stage. The Mini-flora Queen, King and Princess will be selected from the blue-
ribbon winners in this class.
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CLASS 25 - Multiple Bloom Miniature or Mini-Flora Sprays
Individual specimens, two or more blooms per stem, exhibited at the most
perfect phase of possible beauty. The best entry will be eligible for Miniature Prince

of Show.

CLASS 26 - Single Type Miniature or Mini-Flora (6 to 12 petals)
Individual specimens, fully open, disbudded, one bloom per stem.
CLASS 27 - One Bloom Miniature or Mini-Flora - Fully Blown
Individual miniature specimens, one bloom per stem, disbudded, fully open,

stamens fresh and easily visible.

CLASS 28 - Collection of Five Miniatures or Mini-Floras - Different Varieties (one

entry per exhibitor)

Individual specimens, different varieties, disbudded, exhibition stage, one
bloom per stem, one container, one entry tag. List varieties on reverse of tag.
CLASS 29 - Collection of Five Miniatures or Mini-Floras - Same Variety

Individual specimens, same variety, disbudded, exhibition stage, one bloom
per stem, one container, one entry tag. List varieties on reverse of tag.

CLASS 30 - Collection of Three Multiple Bloom Miniature or Mini-Flora Sprays

Individual specimen, same or different varieties, any stage of bloom, two or
more blooms per stem, separate containers, one tag. List varieties on reverse of

tag.

CLASS 31 - Miniature or Mini-Flora English Box (One entry per exhibitor)
Six miniature specimens, shown without foliage, any stage of bloom, not more
than two blooms of one variety. One entry tag, list varieties on reverse. Boxes

available on a first-come basis.

CLASS 32 - Miniature or Mini-Flora Painters Palette (One entry per exhibitor)
Individual specimens, five different varieties, exhibition stage or fully open.
One entry tag, list varieties on reverse. Palettes available on a first-come basis.
CLASS 33 - Miniature or Mini-Flora in a Bowl (One entry per exhibitor)
Individual miniature specimen, any stage of bloom, floating in a champagne
glass, furnished by show committee. No foliage allowed. (Available on a first-come

basis.)

ARRANGEMENT RULES AND

REGULATIONS
1. All roses must be outdoor garden
grown* and must be of high quality.
2. A rose or roses must be the
dominant flower in all arrangements.
3. Names of roses in each
arrangement must be written on the
entry tag.
4. AG should be written on the entry
tag if roses are arranger-grown so the
entry will be eligible for ARS medal
certificate.
5. One entry per exhibitor is allowed
in each class, but an exhibitor may
enter as many classes as desired,
space permitting.
6. Accessories are allowed unless
stated otherwise in the schedule.
Flowers other than roses, dried and/or
treated dried plant material are allowed
unless prohibited by the schedule.
7. ARS entry tags will be provided
and both sections of the tag must be
completed to include; section, class,
titte, roses, exhibitor's name and
address. ARS exhibition names of all
roses in each entry must be written
on the entry tag. A card of intent may
be included with an arrangement
as an explanation of the arranger’s
interpretation of the theme or class
title.
8. An arrangement incorrectly placed
in one class when it should have been
in another will be judged in the class in
which it is placed.
9.  All exhibits must be the work of the
exhibitor.
10. No one but the exhibitor may touch
or move an arrangement. However, in
extreme circumstances, if all efforts
to locate the arranger have failed,
an arrangements chairperson may
carefully move an arrangement.
11. Painted or dyed fresh plant
materials, and live creatures are not
allowed.

12. The use of plant materials on the
state or local conservation lists is not
permitted. (ex. Sea Oats)

13. The American flag or flag of
any country may not be used in an
arrangement or as a decoration in any
way.

14. No artificial
allowed.”

15. The number of entries will not be
limited unless space is not available.
16. One first place ribbon (purple),
one second place (gold), and one third
place (green) per class will be awarded
if merited. Honorable Mention (pink)
may be awarded at the discretion of
the judges. A first place design should
score 90 points or more; a second 85
points or more; and a third, 80 points or
more.

17. To win an ARS high award, an
arrangement must score a minimum
of 92 points and be a first place
ribbon winner. ARS gold, silver and
bronze certificates and rosettes will
be awarded. A Georgia National Fair
commemorative clock will be awarded
to the Gold Medal Certificate winner.
18. Niches will be provided by
the MGRS on a first come basis
- foregrounds, backgrounds and
accessories are permitted. See
schedule for sizes.

19. Entries may be placed as soon as
the hall is open 7 a.m. Each exhibitor
is responsible for removing their own
exhibit at the close of the show on
Sunday, October 15, 2006, 9:00 p.m.
or Monday, October 16, 10:00 a.m. -
6:00 p.m. NO EARLY REMOVAL.

20. By entering this show given under
ARS rules, exhibitors agree to abide by
these rules.

21. Judging begins at 10:30 a.m. and
only designated show workers are
allowed in the show area until judging is
completed.

22. Severe penalties may result from
failure to follow rules and regulations,
but only those marked with an * are
reasons for disqualification.

CHARACTERISTICS OF DESIGNS
Traditional Line - Line is dominant
and must show movement in one
direction. Has height and width but very
little depth except in focal area. Small
amount of plant materials used.

Traditional Line-Mass - Line is
plainly visible. Must have depth as
well as height and width with more
roses and foliage than traditional
line but should remain light and airy.
Shows graduation of color (light to
dark) and size (small to large).
Modern - Free Form - Structure is
simple with restraint in amount of plant
material used. Plant material used in a
naturalistic way. May have more than
one center of interest and more than
one point of emergence. It may have
some characteristics of traditional or
abstract; however, boldness in the
selection and/or manner and use
of materials and integrated space
should be the characteristic showing
dominance.

Modern - Abstract - Plant material
not used to represent nature but to
express feelings, emotions, or an
idea since it is not used in the manner
in which it grows. Design principles
are observed, but arranger has
freedom from geometric outlines with
emphasis on space. There is no one
center of interest, but several areas of
interest may be equated over entire
design. Rhythm must be evident.

In the Oriental Manner - Moribana
Use of a low container or compote.
Three main lines; the tallest (Heaven)
establishes the dimension of height,
the next tallest (man) gives width,
and the shortest (earth) gives depth.
There is simplicity in construction and
restraint in the use of plant material.
One-half to two-thirds of bottom of
the container or the water surface is
free of plant material. Plant material
should not touch water surface. It
is not necessary to cover kenzan
(needle point).

In the Oriental Manner - Nageire
Use of a tall container (not less than 8

inches in height).

Fresh roses with dried and/or treated
dried plant material. No fresh plant
material other than roses and rose
foliage may be used. Arranger’s
choice - Type of design must be
written on entry tag.

Eligible for ARS Mini-Royalty Award rosette

CLASS 6 - STARDUST

Miniature - mass, line-mass and/or
line design. Must use all fresh plant
material. Arranger’s choice - Type of
design must be written on entry tag.
Design may not exceed 10 inches in
height, width or depth.

Eligible for ARS Mini-Artist's Award rosette

CLASS 7 -

HERE COMES THE JUDGE

A modern miniature free form
(inspired by nature); a transparency
or a modern abstract design.
Arranger's choice - Type of design
must be written on entry tag. Design
may not exceed 10 inches in height,
width or depth.

A Lady’s hat, provided by the exhibitor,
decorated with fresh roses and other
suitable materials, not to exceed 24
inches in width and depth. All plant
materials must be fresh and mechanics
suitable to retain freshness for three (3)
days. Hat stands will be provided.

THE LATE CHARLOTTE WEAVER
CHALLENGE

Eligible for ARS Certificate of Appreciation

CLASS 10 - DREAM LOVER
Unexpected beloved relatives or friends
arrive to be fed in the kitchen or out-
n-back (A dash to the garden for a
lovely bouquet of roses for your table).
Arranger’s choice - A fun bouquet with
no design rules and design type need
not be written on entry tag. Roses must
be outdoor grown and no artificial plant
material may be used.

Eligible for ARS Best Judge’s Entry certificate

(Restricted to accredited/apprentice
ARS Arrangement or Horticulture
Judges, judging this show. A special
panel specified by the chairperson of
judges will judge this class.)

CLASS 11 -

RUN AWAY WITH THE CIRCUS

A standard and/or miniature design.
Miniature design not to exceed 10
inches in height, width or depth.
Arranger’s choice - Type of design
must be written on entry tag.
